Bible Certificate Program

Many of God's people feel a call to
ministry or to Christian service.
However, because of family responsi-
bilities, time constraints, or income,
etc, the prospects of going to a semi-
nary does not seem feasible.

The Bible Certificate Program is de-
signed to meet the needs of people in
such a case: The BCP at Mount Zion
Church has designated four courses
every year—one each quarter. The
lecturers will either be an ordained
minister or a seminary graduate.
Each course will run for four
nights—Monday thru Thursday,
from 7:00 p.m. until 9:15 p.m. (There
will be a 15 minute break in between
for refreshments).

The basic Bible program covers 12
subjects. There will be a text book
given at the conclusion of each
course, and an exam will be given. At
the completion of the 12 courses,
there will be a graduation ceremony,
and a certificate will be issued to
those who have successfully com-
pleted all 12 courses. Visitors are wel-
come to audit the classes free of
charge.
